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Interkingdom anthropology:

Check in if there is a contact person:
often they don't feel they can ask as it
is a gift, but can provide input.

If you can, be personal. Also think
about the types of people that usually

receive largesse: cooks, event stewards

What does the royal or baronial
progress look like?

Don't forget your barony or local group




Some things to remind the kind:

Don’t forget that you can give largesse
yourself

The importance of tokens and “I see
you”

Don’t overextend yourself. People with
big hearts tend to do too much.
Balance.

Egg other artisans on. Posting
patterns, ideas, and supporting other
artists is a form of largesse too.




Some basic guidelines:

Don't give something you wouldn't be excited
to get. Conversely, don't be a crazy
perfectionist (I'm guilty)

No really, label it!

A bit of packaging or some historical context
on a card can make it that much more of a gift.
Also the super nifty handmade beads or pins
are less likely to get lost.

Maybe mix it up a bit.

If you have anything to do with giving
largesse, thank you notes and transparency



You don’t have to be an artisan to give
largesse. (although you probably are, even if
you don’t consider yourself one)

Gift certificates (even better if it is to an SCA
merchant)

Materials: One of the most historically accurate
forms of largesse. Fabric, leather, paper and scribal
supplies yarn and threads.

Patronage is also incredibly period. Support other
artists.




Use your expertise:

Fighter kits, feast gear, first aid and other things
you can put together

If you are an artist, consider Kits. Use your
expertise on good deals and the right materials as
well as buying in bulk and separating enough for a
project. How about a really great intro book
